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THE AGREEMENT effective as of the 1% day of April, 2009

BETWEEN:

CENTRAL WEST LOCAL HEALTH INTEGRATION NETWORK (the “LHIN")
-and -

REXDALE COMMUNITY HEALTH CENTRE (the “HSP”)

Background:

Prior to providing funding for the provision of services to its local health system, the Local
Health System Integration Act, 2006 requires that the LHIN and the HSP enter into a
service accountability agreement.

The service accountability agreement is a multi-year agreement. It supports a
collaborative relationship between the LHIN and the HSP to improve the health of
Ontarians through better access to high quality health services, to co-ordinate health care
in local health systems and to manage the health system at the local level effectively and
efficiently.

In this context, the HSP and the LHIN agree that the provision of services to the local
health system by the HSP will be funded as set out in this Agreement.

ARTICLE 1- DEFINITIONS & INTERPRETATION

1.1 Definitions. In the Agreement the following terms will have the following
meanings:

“Act” means the Local Health System Integration Act, 2006 as it may be amended
from time to time;

“Agreement” means this agreement entered into between the LHIN and the HSP,
the Schedules and any instrument amending the agreement or the Schedules;

“Applicable Law” means all federal, provincial or municipal laws or regulation or
any orders, rules, by-laws, policies or standards of practice that are applicable to
the HSP, the Services, this Agreement and the parties’ obligations under this
Agreement during the term of this Agreement. Applicable law includes the
documents identified in Schedule D.

“Budget” means the budget approved by the LHIN and appended to the
Agreement as Schedule “B”.

“CFMA” means the Commitment to the Future of Medicare Act, 2004, as
amended;
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“Confidential Information” means information that is (i) marked or otherwise
identified as confidential by the HSP at the time the information is provided to the
LHIN; and (ii) eligible for exclusion from disclosure at a public board meeting in
accordance with section 9 of the Act. Confidential Information does not include
information that (a) was known to the LHIN prior to receiving the information from
the HSP; (b) has become publicly known through no wrongful act of the LHIN; or
(c) is required to be disclosed by law, provided that the LHIN provides timely notice
of such requirement to the HSP, consults with the HSP on the proposed form and
nature of the disclosure, and ensures that any disclosure is made in strict
accordance with Applicable Law.

Conflict of Interest includes any situation or circumstance where: in relation to
the performance of its obligations under this Agreement the HSP’s other
commitments, relationships or financial interests (i) could or could be seen to
exercise an improper influence over the objective, unbiased and impartial exercise
of its independent judgement; or (ii) could or could be seen to compromise, impair
or be incompatible with the effective performance of its obligations under this
Agreement.

“Days” means calendar days.
“Effective Date” means April 1, 2009.

“Funding” means the amounts of money provided by the LHIN to the HSP
pursuant to this Agreement;

“Funding Year” means in the case of the first Funding Year, the period
commencing on the Effective Date and ending on the following March 31, and in
the case of Funding Years subsequent to the first Funding Year, the period
commencing on the date that is April 1 following the end of the previous Funding
Year and ending on the following March 31.

“GST” means goods and services tax pursuant to the Excise Tax Act (Canada).
“Interest Income” means interest earned on the Funding.

“MOHLTC"” means the Minister or the Ministry of Health and Long Term Care, as
is appropriate in the context.

“Party” means either of the LHIN or the HSP and “Parties” mean both of the
LHIN and the HSP.

“Project Funding Agreement” means an agreement in the form of Schedule F
that incorporates the terms of this Agreement.

“Reports” means the reports described in Schedule “C” as well as any other
reports or information required to be provided under this Agreement.

“Schedule” means any one of, and “Schedules” mean any two or more, as the

context requires, of the schedules appended to this Agreement including the
following:

“Service Plan” means the Operating Plan and Budget appended as Schedule B.

“Services” means the services and deliverables described in Schedule “A” and in
any Project Funding Agreement executed pursuant to this Agreement.

Interpretation. Words in the singular include the plural and vice-versa.
Words in one gender include both genders. The headings do not form part of the
Agreement. They are for convenience of reference only and will not affect the
interpretation of the Agreement.

ARTICLE 2 - TERM AND NATURE OF THE AGREEMENT

Term. The term of the Agreement will commence on the Effective Date and will
expire on March 31, 2011 unless terminated earlier or extended pursuant to its
terms.

A Service Accountability Agreement. This Agreement is a service
accountability agreement for the purposes of subsection 20(1) of the Act and Part
[l of the CFMA.

ARTICLE 3 - PROVISION OF SERVICES
Provision of Services.

@) The HSP will provide the Services in accordance with:
0] the terms of the Agreement, including the Service Plan; and
(ii) Applicable Law;

(b) When providing the Services, the HSP will meet the Performance
Standards and Conditions identified in Schedule E, if Schedule E is included in this
Agreement;

(© Unless otherwise provided in this Agreement, the HSP will not reduce,
stop, start, expand, cease to provide or transfer the provision of the Services or
change its Service Plan except with the prior written consent of the LHIN; and

(d) the HSP will not restrict or refuse the provision of Services to an individual,
directly or indirectly, based on the geographic area in which the person resides in
Ontario.

Subcontracting for the Provision of Services.

(@) Unless permitted in the Service Plan, the HSP agrees that the HSP will not
subcontract the fulfillment of all or any part of the HSP’s obligations under this
Agreement without the prior written consent of the LHIN. Such consent will be in
the sole discretion of the LHIN and may be subject to additional terms and
conditions.

(b) If the HSP is permitted to subcontract the provision of the Services, the
HSP will make reasonable efforts to include in its subcontract (i) provisions that
permit the LHIN and the Auditor General to audit the subcontractor to the same
extent as set out in provisions 8.3 and 8.6 of this Agreement; (ii) other provisions
necessary for the HSP to fulfill its obligations under this Agreement; (iii) a provision
that enables the subcontract to be assigned in the event that this Agreement is
terminated; and (iv) a provision that permits the LHIN to revoke approval of the
subcontractor without legal liability to either the HSP or the subcontractor.

© If permitted to use subcontractors, the HSP will remain liable for obligations
performed by a subcontractor to the same extent as if the HSP had performed
such obligations. For the purpose of this Agreement work performed by the HSP's
subcontractor will be deemed work performed by the HSP.

(d) Nothing contained in this Agreement or a subcontract will create a
contractual relationship between any subcontractor or its directors, officers,
employees, agents, partners, affiliates or volunteers and the LHIN.

Conflict of Interest. The HSP will (a) avoid any Conflict of Interest in the
performance of its contractual obligations; (b) disclose to the LHIN without delay
any actual or potential Conflict of Interest that arises during the performance of its
contractual obligations; and (c) comply with any requirements prescribed by the
LHIN to resolve any Conflict of Interest. In addition to all other contractual rights or
rights available at law or in equity, the LHIN may immediately terminate the
Contract upon giving notice to the HSP where: (a) the HSP fails to disclose an
actual or potential Conflict of Interest; (b) the HSP fails to comply with any
requirements prescribed by the LHIN to resolve a Conflict of Interest; or (c) the
HSP Conflict of Interest cannot be resolved. This paragraph will survive any
termination or expiry of the Agreement.

E-health/Information Technology Compliance. The HSP agrees to comply with
any technical standard related to architecture, technology, privacy and security set
for health service providers by the MOHLTC or the LHIN within the timeframes set
by the MOHLTC or the LHIN as the case may be.

Policies, Guidelines Directives and Standards. Either the LHIN or the
MOHLTC will give the HSP notice of any amendments to the manuals, guidelines
or policies identified in Schedule D. Amendments will be effective on the first Day
of April following the receipt of the notice or on such other date as may be advised.
By signing a copy of this Agreement the HSP acknowledges that it has a copy of
the manuals, guidelines or policies identified in Schedule D.

ARTICLE 4 - FUNDING
Funding. The LHIN:

0] will provide the funds identified in Schedule B to the HSP for the purpose
of providing or ensuring the provision of the Services;

(i) may pro-rate the funds identified in Schedule B to the date on which the
Agreement is signed, if that date is after April 1; and

(iii) will deposit the funds in instalments [once/twice] monthly over the Term of
the Agreement, into an account designated by the HSP provided that the
account resides at a Canadian financial institution and is in the name of the
HSP.

Limitation on Payment of Funding. Despite section 4.1, the LHIN:
0] will not provide any funds to the HSP until the Agreement is fully executed,;

(i) will not provide any funds to the HSP until the HSP meets the insurance
requirements described in section 11.4;

(iii) will not be required to continue to provide funds in the event the HSP
breaches any of its obligations under this Agreement, until the breach is
remedied to the LHIN'’s satisfaction; and

(iv) may adjust the amount of funds it provides to the HSP in any Funding Year
based upon the LHIN’s assessment of the information contained in the
Reports.

Appropriation. Funding under this Agreement is conditional upon an
appropriation of moneys by the Legislature of Ontario to the MOHLTC and funding
of the LHIN by the MOHLTC pursuant to the Act. If the LHIN does not receive its
anticipated funding the LHIN will not be obligated to make the payments required
by this Agreement and the LHIN may terminate the Agreement in accordance with
section 12.1(b).

Additional Funding.

@) Unless the LHIN has agreed to do so in writing, the LHIN is not required to
provide additional funds to the HSP for providing additional Services or for
exceeding the requirements of Schedule E.

(b) The HSP may request additional funding by submitting a proposal to
amend its Service Plan. The HSP will abide by all decisions of the LHIN with
respect to a proposal to amend the Service Plan and will make whatever changes
are requested or approved by the LHIN. The Service Plan will be amended to
include any approved additional funding.

Conditions of Funding
(@) The HSP will:

@ use the Funding only for the purpose of providing the Services in
accordance with the terms of this Agreement;

(i) spend the Funding only in accordance with the Service Plan; and
(i) propose, achieve and maintain an Annual Balanced Budget.

(b) “Annual Balanced Budget” means that, in each fiscal year of the term of
this Agreement, the total expenses of the HSP are less than or equal to the total
revenue, from all sources, of the HSP.

(© The LHIN may impose such additional terms or conditions on the use of the
Funding which it considers appropriate for the proper expenditure and
management of the Funding.

Interest.

@) Funding will be placed in an interest bearing account at a Canadian
financial institution.

(b) Interest Income must be used, within the fiscal year in which it is received,
to provide the Services.

(© Interest Income will be reported to the LHIN and is subject to a year end
reconciliation. In the event that some or all of the Interest Income is not
used to provide the Services,

0] the LHIN may deduct the amount equal to the unused Interest
Income from any further Funding instalments under this or any
other agreement with the HSP; and/or

(i) the LHIN may require the HSP to pay an amount equal to the un
used Interest Income to the Ministry of Finance.

GST. The HSP:

@ acknowledges that all GST rebates it anticipates receiving from the use of
the Funding have been incorporated in its Budget;

(i) agrees that it will advise the LHIN if it receives any unanticipated GST
rebates from the use of the Funding, or from the use of funding received
from either the LHIN or the MOHLTC in years prior to this Agreement that
was not recorded in the year of the related expenditure;

(iii) agrees that all GST rebates referred to in (ii) will be considered Funding in
the year that the rebates are received, regardless of the year to which the
rebate relates.

Procurement of Goods and Services. The HSP will have a procurement policy
in place that requires the acquisition of supplies, equipment or services valued at
over $25,000 through a competitive process that ensures the best value for funds
expended. If the HSP acquires supplies, equipment or services with the Funding it
will do so through a process that is consistent with this policy.

Disposition. The HSP will not, without the LHIN'’s prior written consent, sell, lease
or otherwise dispose of any assets purchased with Funding, the cost of which
exceeded $25,000 at the time of purchase.

ARTICLE 5 - REPAYMENT AND RECOVERY OF FUNDING
Repayment and Recovery.

@) At the End of a Funding Year. If, in any Funding Year, the HSP has not
spent all of the Funding the LHIN will require the repayment of the unspent
Funding.

(b) On Termination or Expiration of the Agreement. Upon termination or
expiry of the Agreement, the LHIN will require the repayment of any Funding
remaining in the possession or under the control of the HSP and the payment of
an amount equal to any Funding the HSP used for purposes not permitted by this
Agreement.

(© On Reconciliation and Settlement. If the year end reconciliation and
settlement process demonstrates that the HSP received Funding in excess of its
entitlement, the LHIN will require the repayment of the excess Funding.

(d) As a Result of Performance Management or System Planning. If
Services are adjusted, as a result of the performance management or system
planning processes, the LHIN may adjust the Funding to be paid under Schedule
B, require the repayment of excess Funding and/or adjust the amount of any future
funding installments accordingly.

(e) In the Event of Forecasted Surpluses. If the HSP is forecasting a
surplus the LHIN may adjust the amount of Funding to be paid under Schedule B,
require the repayment of excess Funding and/or adjust the amount of any future
funding installments accordingly.

() On the Request of the LHIN. The HSP will, at the request of the LHIN,
repay the whole or any part of the Funding, or an amount equal thereto if the HSP:

0] has provided false information to the LHIN knowing it to be false;
(i) breaches a term or condition of this Agreement and does not, within
30 Days after receiving from the LHIN written notice of the breach

take reasonable steps to remedy the breach; or

(i) breaches any federal or provincial law or regulation that directly
relates to the provision of, or ensuring the provision of, the

Services.

(9) Subsections 5.1(c) and (d) do not apply to Funding already expended
properly in accordance with this Agreement. The LHIN will, at its sole
discretion, and without liability or penalty, determine whether the Funding
has been expended properly in accordance with this Agreement

Provision for the Recovery of Funding. The HSP will make reasonable and
prudent provision for the recovery by the LHIN of any Funding for which the
conditions of Funding set out in subsection 4.5 are not met and will hold this
Funding in accordance with the provisions of subsection 4.6 until such time as
reconciliation and settlement has occurred with the LHIN. Interest earned on
Funding will be reported and recovered in accordance with subsection 4.6.

Settlement and Recovery of Funding for Prior Years.

€) The HSP acknowledges that settlement and recovery of Funding can occur
up to seven years after the provision of Funding.

(b) Recognizing the transition of responsibilities from the MOHLTC to the
LHIN, the HSP agrees that if the parties are directed in writing to do so by the
MOHLTC, the LHIN will settle and recover on behalf of the MOHLTC, and the HSP
will enable the recovery of funding provided to the HSP by the MOHLTC in fiscal
2000/01 and every subsequent fiscal year up to and including 2006/07. All such
settlements and recoveries will be subject to the terms applicable to the original
provision of funding.

Debt Due.

(@) If the LHIN requires the re-payment by the HSP of any Funding the amount
required will be deemed to be a debt owing to the LHIN by the HSP. The LHIN
may adjust future funding instalments to recover the amounts owed or may, at its
discretion direct the HSP to repay the amount owing to the LHIN

(b) All amounts repayable to the LHIN will be paid by cheque payable to the
“Ontario Minister of Finance” and mailed to the LHIN at the address provided in
section 13.1.

Interest Rate. The LHIN may charge the HSP interest on any amount owing by

the HSP at the then current interest rate charged by the Province of Ontario on
accounts receivable.

ARTICLE 6.0 - PLANNING & INTEGRATION
Planning for Future Years.
€) Advance Notice. The LHIN will give at least sixty Days notice to the HSP

of the date by which a Community Annual Planning Submission (“CAPS"),
approved by the HSP’s governing body, must be submitted to the LHIN.

(b) Multi-Year Planning. The CAPS will be in a form acceptable to the LHIN
and will incorporate (i) prudent multi-year financial forecasts; (ii) plans for the
achievement of performance targets; and (iii) realistic risk management strategies.
It will be aligned with the LHIN’s Integrated Health Service Plan and will reflect
local LHIN priorities and initiatives. If the LHIN has provided multi-year planning
targets for the HSP, the CAPS will reflect the planning targets.

(© Multi-year Planning Targets. Schedule B may reflect an allocation for the
first fiscal year of this Agreement as well as planning targets for up to two
additional years, consistent with the Term of the Agreement. In such an event,

0] the HSP acknowledges that if it is provided with planning targets,
these targets are (A) targets only, (B) provided solely for the purposes of
planning, (C) are subject to confirmation and (D) may be changed at the
discretion of the LHIN. The HSP will proactively manage the risks
associated with multi-year planning and the potential changes to the
planning targets.

0] the LHIN agrees that it will communicate any material changes to
the planning targets as soon as reasonably possible.

(d) Service Accountability Agreements. The HSP acknowledges that if the
LHIN and the HSP enter into negotiations for a subsequent service accountability
agreement, funding may be interrupted if the subsequent accountability agreement
is not executed on or before the expiration date of this Agreement.

Community Engagement & Integration Activities

€)) Community Engagement. The HSP will engage the community of
diverse persons and entities in the area where it provides health services when
setting priorities for the delivery of health services and when developing plans for
submission to the LHIN including but not limited to CAPS and integration
proposals.

(b) Integration. The HSP will, separately and in conjunction with the LHIN
and other health service providers, identify opportunities to integrate the services
available to the local health system to provide appropriate, co-coordinated,
effective and efficient services.

(© Reporting.  The HSP will report on its community engagement and
integration activities as requested by the LHIN, and in any event, in its year end
report to the LHIN.

Planning and Integration Activity Pre-proposals

6.3.1 General: A pre-proposal process has been developed to (i) reduce the
costs incurred by an HSP when proposing operational or service changes; (ii)
facilitate the HSP to carry out its statutory obligations; and (iii) enable an effective
and efficient response by the LHIN. Subject to specific direction from the LHIN,
this pre-proposal process will be used in the following instances:
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0] the HSP is considering an integration or an integration of services, as
defined in the Act between the HSP and another person or entity; or

(i) the HSP is proposing to reduce, stop, start, expand or transfer the location
of Services;

(i) to identify opportunities to integrate the services of the local health system,
other than those identified in (i) or (ii) above; or

(iv) if requested by the LHIN.

6.3.2 LHIN Evaluation of the Pre-proposal: A pre proposal is not formal notice
of a proposed integration under s. 27 of the Act. LHIN consent to develop the
project concept outlined in a pre-proposal does not constitute approval to proceed
with the project. Nor does LHIN consent presume the issuance of a favourable
decision, should such a decision be required by section 25 or 27 of the Act.
Following the LHIN’s review and evaluation, the HSP may be invited to submit a
detailed proposal and a business plan for further analysis. Guidelines for the
development of a detailed proposal and business case will be provided by the
LHIN.

6.4 Proposing Integration Activities in the Planning Submission. No integration
activity described in subsection 6.3 may be proposed in a CAPS unless the LHIN
has consented, in writing, to its inclusion pursuant to the process set out in 6.3.2
6.5 Definitions. In this section 6.0 the terms “integrate”, “integration” and “services”

have the same meanings attributed to them in subsection 2(1) and section 23
respectively of the Act. Specifically:

ARTICLE 7.0 - PERFORMANCE IMPROVEMENT PROCESS

Performance. The parties will strive to achieve on-going performance
improvement. They will address performance improvement in a proactive,
collaborative and responsive manner.

Performance Factors.

€)) A “Performance Factor” is any matter that could, or will, significantly affect
a party’s ability to fulfil its obligations under this Agreement;

(b) Each party will notify the other party of the existence of a Performance
Factor, as soon as reasonably possible. The notice will:

describe the Performance Factor and its actual or anticipated
impact;

include a description of any action the party is undertaking, or plans
to undertake, to remedy or mitigate the Performance Factor;
indicate whether the party is requesting a meeting to discuss the
Performance Factor; and

other party.

(©) The recipient party will provide a written acknowledgment of receipt of the
notice within seven Days of the date on which the notice was received
(“Date of the Notice”).

(d) Where a meeting has been requested under 7.2(b) (iii), the parties agree to
meet and discuss the Performance Factors within fourteen Days of the
Date of the Notice, in accordance with the provisions of subsection 7.3

Performance Meetings

€) During a meeting on performance, the parties will:

discuss the causes of a Performance Factor;

discuss the impact of a Performance Factor on the local health
system and the risk resulting from non-performance; and
determine the steps to be taken to remedy or mitigate the impact of
the Performance Factor (the “Performance Improvement Process”).

The Performance Improvement Process. The Performance Improvement
Process will focus on the risks of non-performance and problem-solving. It may

include:

a requirement that the HSP develop and implement an
improvement plan acceptable to the LHIN and that maximizes
overall performance while achieving a balanced budget over a fixed
multi-year term;

ARTICLE 8 - REPORTING, ACCOUNTING AND REVIEW
Reporting

@) Generally. The LHIN's ability to enable its local health system to provide
appropriate, co-ordinated, effective and efficient health services as contemplated
by the Act, is heavily dependant on the timely collection and analysis of accurate
information. The HSP acknowledges that the timely provision of accurate
information related to the HSP is under the HSP’s control.

(b) Specific Obligations. The HSP

0] will provide to the LHIN, or to such other entity as the LHIN may
direct, in the form and within the time specified by the LHIN, the
plans, reports, financial statements and other information, other
than personal health information as defined in subsection 31 (5) of
the CFMA, that (i) the LHIN requires for the purposes of exercising
its powers and duties under this Agreement, the Act or for the
purposes that are prescribed under the Act, or (ii) that may be
requested under the CFMA.

(i) will fulfil the specific reporting requirements set out in Schedule C.

(iii) will ensure that all information is complete, accurate, provided in a
timely manner and in a form satisfactory by the LHIN; and

(iv) agrees that all information submitted to the LHIN by or on behalf of
the HSP, will be deemed to have been authorized by the HSP for
submission.

(©) French Language Services. If the HSP is required to provide services to
the public in French under the provisions of the French Language Services Act,
the HSP will be required to submit a French language implementation report to the
LHIN. If the HSP is not required to provide services to the public in French under
the provisions of the French Language Service Act, it will be required to provide a
report to the LHIN that outlines how the HSP addresses the needs of its local
Francophone community.

(d) Financial Reductions. Notwithstanding any other provision of this
Agreement, and at the discretion of the LHIN, the HSP may be subject to a
financial reduction in any of the following circumstances:

0] its CAPS is received after the due date;
(i) its CAPS is incomplete;
(iii) the quarterly performance reports are not provided when due; or
(iv) financial and/or clinical data requirements are late, incomplete or
inaccurate,
where the errors or delay were not as a result of LHIN actions or inaction. If

assessed, the financial reduction will be as follows:

(V) if received within 7 days after the due date, incomplete or
inaccurate, the financial penalty will be the greater of (i) a reduction
of 0.02 percent (0.02%) of the funding identified on Schedule B; or
(i) two hundred and fifty dollars ($250.00); and

(vi) for every full or partial week of non-compliance thereafter, the rate
will be one half of the initial reduction.

Inspections and Audit.

(a) During the term of this Agreement and for seven (7) years after the term of
this Agreement, the HSP agrees that the LHIN or its authorized representatives
may conduct a financial or operational audit, investigation or other form of review
of the HSP to confirm the HSP’s fulfillment of its obligations under this Agreement,
and for these purposes the LHIN or its authorized representatives may:

@ inspect and copy any financial records, invoices and other
financially-related documents in the possession or under the control
of the HSP which relate to the Funding or otherwise to the Services;

(i) inspect and copy non-financial records in the possession or under
the control of the HSP which relate to the Funding, the Services or
otherwise to the performance of the HSP under this Agreement.

upon no less than twenty-four hours Notice to the HSP and during normal
business hours, enter the HSP’s premises to review the HSP’s fulfillment of
any one or more of its obligations under this Agreement,

(b) The cost of a financial audit, review or investigation will be borne by the
HSP.

B. Advancement of the Integrated Health Services Plan (IHSP)

RCHC services are aligned with the IHSP of the Central West LHIN.

Client access to primary health services continues be a top priority to RCHC. It was
a main concern for many of the clients and community members who participated in the
last 4 community engagements conducted during October 2008 and are one of our goals
for 2009-2011. To this end, RCHC has. Open Access program, which allows registered
clients to access primary health care services when they need as they need within 48 to
72 hours in most cases and within 24 hours for urgent care. Programs are offered in
multiple Locations and services are culturally and linguistically accessible

Services for Seniors: Through the Aging at Home Funding provision of multitude
programs and services to seniors that address physical, psychological and recreational
needs and are aimed to ensure independence, preserve personal dignity and allow
choices for the senior clients.

RCHC maternal and child services such as: Prenatal Care, maternal and child health
home visits as needed, family health planning, service coordination counselling and
support services for expecting mothers. The Etobicoke Pre & Post Natal Nutrition
Project (EPPNNP) is aimed to reduce the risk of low birth weight babies among
pregnant women/teens and to encourage healthy eating for women/teens and their
babies living on low income. This program provides a continuum of care before the baby
is born until the baby reaches one year.

Mental Health services: Counseling and treatment, concurrent disorder services, early
intervention.

Youth Services: Youth programs including sexual health promotion, leadership
development, young mothers support, summer day camps, and children’s after-school
programs.

Community Engagements: In October 2008, RCHC hosted four community forums as
a follow-up to the release of the 2007 Jamestown ‘Hub’ and Kipling-Dixon CHC Satellite
community engagement reports. Participants Identified face to face, print media, online
media, broadcast media as many of the ways to engage the community. In addition to
these different methods, our strategy is to engage the community through advisory
committees, focus groups and client satisfaction surveys at the program level,
membership drives and board representation at the governance level. We plan to
conduct a total of four community engagements: two community forums each year
during the next two years. We will also continue to provide opportunities for input to our
clients and partners throughout the planning cycle. Our goal is to ensure equitable
access to primary health care and health promotion services.

Plans to proceed with the next steps in becoming fully EHR.

¢ As a member of the Community Health Centres of Greater Toronto (CHC-GT),
CHC Collaboration Project supports the LHINS IHSP on a number of levels,
including back office integration and improvement to the coordination of care
across the CHC sector and broader health care system.
Partnerships with Bramalea CHC in recruiting and sharing locum Physicians, conducting
joint board development activities and exploring sharing after hour on-call services.

C. Situation Analysis

Successful Recruitments and retention of physicians and RNECs are sector wide
challenges which may impact our ability to meet our targets. While we will use traditional
recruitment and collaborative recruitment efforts with others HSP including Bramalea
CHC, regular comprehensive reviews and salary adjustment across the sector are
essential. Our ability to secure space for the satellites is another factor. Jamestown:
Satellite Location will be part of a community hub; a group of community services
located under one roof. The plan is to use the former Father Henry Carr School, located
at 15 Panorama Court,-65,000 sq. (45,000 usable sq ft.) as the hub. As for the Kipling
Dixon Satellite, we are in the process of lease negotiations with the landlord. The site is
at 1723 Kipling in the Westway Plaza. The space is 7,618 sq ft. located on two floors.
We are exploring temporary short term lease for both sites while the sites are being
developed. Partnering with other organizations and temporarily using their space so the
services can be rolled out to these communities is also another option which we are
pursuing. Both sites will serve communities with significant number of noninsured
and both sites have demonstrated a need for mental services. There are no uninsured
funds or psychiatrist services in the satellites budgets. The operating funds will barely
cover the rent for the Kipling and Dixon site at a cost of approximately $25 per square
footage. We plan to address these issues through the MOH and LHIN approval process
for this site. We anticipate implementation cost such as medical equipment purchase
and start up costs.

D. Evaluation of Prior Year Performance

Pathways to Education program, completion of administration structure review,
preliminary development of program evaluation framework, increased access points to
services; revision and improvement of open access system to primary health care
services are some program examples. Client Survey conducted in 2007 indicated 92.3
% of overall client satisfaction with services of the Centre, 93% would refer client to the
Centre, 91.8% said they could get an appointment when needed, 83.9% said that
programs and services were provided in a language that is comfortable for them.
